Since ancient times, the pyramids at Giza in Egypt have been one of the world’s most
popular tourist destinations. The largest of these, the Great Pyramid of Giza, or Khufu’s
Pyramid, is the only one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World that still survives today. It
was the tallest building in the world for almost 5,000 years — that is, until the Eiffel Tower was
built in 1889.
