I. The British State Flag

The British State Flag changed its form and appearance not once. From time to time there were
various crosses, lions, stripes or flowers on its field. The English king, Richard the Lion’s Heart,
chose Saint George as his Patron. That’s why the colours of the shield 6 white field and straight Red
Cross, became the colours and the symbol of the English Navy flag. After the death of Queen
Elizabeth I, who was childless, the lawful heir was the Scottish king Jacob. To avoid all the discords
between the countries, the new king decided to unite these countries and joined their flags. The new
flag was called “the Union Jack”.

II. The land and the people of Great Britain

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (The UK) is the official name of
the state which is situated in the British Isles.

The United Kingdom, or the UK includes Northern Ireland. It consists of 4 countries which are
England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. Their capitals are London, Edinburgh, Cardiff and
Belfast.

The UK is an island state. The two main islands are Great Britain (where England, Scotland
and Wales are situated) and Ireland. The two islands are separated by the Irish Sea.

The UK is separated from the continent by the English Channel and the Straits of Dover.
The UK is also washed by the Atlantic Ocean in the north and the North Sea in the east.

More than 56 million people live in Britain. Many of them live in big industrial cities, for
example in London, Manchester, Liverpool. Everyone in Britain speaks English, but in some parts
of Scotland and Wales people speak different languages. The Welsh are especially proud of their
language. A Scottish person has to listen carefully if he wants to understand a Londoner or a Welsh
person.

The flag of the UK is known as the Union Jack. It is made up of 3 crosses: the cross of Saint
George (the patron saint (cBsitoit mokposutenb) of England), the cross of Saint Andrew (the patron
saint of Scotland) and the cross of Saint Patrick (the patron saint of Ireland).
