We learn from
reflecting on experience.”)

6. Transparent assessment

The student in PBL should be:

an empowered learner,

an innovative designer,

a creative communicator,

a global collaborator.

Driving questions checklist:

The question is appealing to you and may be appealing to others.
The question is concise.

The question has no easy answer and is not “google-able”.

The question taps into your interests and passions.

The question does not sound like a test question.

The question leads to more questions.

There is more than one answer to the question.
