How is Research Done?

1. When starting a research project, the first step is having a clearly defined goal for the outcome of the
research. You must know what question you want to answer before you begin. What problems in your
field present an opportunity for advancing knowledge? Are there any questions that are unanswered
that you have the tools to explore? Sometimes you may have to do a bit of preparatory research in order
to find out exactly what you want to research in-depth. Your advisor will be one of the best resources
for guiding you to a good research question.

2. Once you have decided what you would like to research, you should learn all you can about this topic.
What is known about your topic? Who are the most important researchers in this field and what have
they written about your topic? If you are not sure what to write about or what question to ask, you might
even start here. The best strategy is to gain a broad understanding of what is known or not known about
your topic by reviewing the existing literature so that you can see how your work will fit into the
existing body of knowledge.



3. You should then decide how you will carry out your research, or how you will get the data you need
to answer your question. Some common research techniques are surveys, experiments and field
research, but methods vary widely from field to field. Reading lots of research done by other people
can help you formulate a model for your own research or give you good ideas. However, as an
experienced researcher, your adviser will be your best resource, so rely on their counsel and be sure
they approve your research plans before you begin your project. If you are completing a dissertation or
thesis, approval is a must before your work can proceed.
