Logistics can be defined as the management of the flow of goods, information and other
resources, energy and people between the point of origin and the point of consumption in order
to meet the requirements of consumers. Logistics involves the integration of information,
transportation, inventory, warehousing, material handling, packaging and security. Logistics
may have an internal focus (inbound logistics), or external focus (outbound logistics). If the
company manufactures a product from parts purchased from suppliers, and those products are
then sold to customers, one can speak about a supply chain. Supply Chain can be defined as a
network of facilities and distribution options that performs the function of procurement of
materials, transformation of these materials into intermediate and finished products, and the
distribution of these finished products to customers. Logistics management is part of supply chain
management. Logistics management plans, implements, and controls the efficient flow and
storage of goods, services and related information between the point of origin and the point of
consumption in order to meet customers’ requirements. Successful supply chain operators work
in close partnerships with their customers; they jointly explore the opportunities for increasing
efficiency of the supply chain and improving service levels by using the latest systems and
techniques. This approach is also referred to as logistics re-engineering. The re-engineering
process considers the following factors: the nature of the product, the optimal or preferred location
of source or manufacture, freight and transport costs and the destination market, seasonal
trends, import and export regulations, customs duties and taxes, etc.

A professional working in the field of logistics management is called a logistician. The main
functions of a qualified logistician include, among other things, inventory management,
purchasing, transportation, warehousing, consultation and organizing and planning of these



activities. Logisticians are responsible for the life cycle and supply chain operations of a variety
of products. They are also responsible for customs documentation. They regularly work with
other departments to ensure that the customers’ needs and requirements are met.

Heavy Metals, Occurrence and Toxicity

Metal contamination issues are becoming increasingly common in India and elsewhere,
with many documented cases of metal toxicity in mining industries, foundries, smelters, coal-
burning power plants and agriculture. Heavy metals, such as cadmium, copper, lead, chromium
and mercury are major environmental pollutants, particularly in areas with high anthropogenic
pressure. Heavy metal accumulation in soils is of concern in agricultural production due to the
adverse effects on food safety and marketability, crop growth due to phytotoxicity, and
environmental health of soil organisms. The influence of plants and their metabolic activities
affects the geological and biological redistribution of heavy metals through pollution of the air,
water and soil. This article details the range of heavy metals, their occurrence and toxicity for
plants and focuses mainly on zinc, cadmium, copper, mercury, chromium, lead, arsenic, cobalt,
nickel, manganese and iron. Metal toxicity has a high impact and relevance to plants and
consequently it affects the ecosystem, where the plants form an integral component. Plants
growing in metal-polluted sites exhibit altered metabolism, growth reduction, lower biomass
production and metal accumulation.

GLASS-CERAMICS
(pyroceramics, vitroceramics, ceramized glass, crystalline glass)

Glass-ceramics is a unique material, since it successfully combines the best properties of glass
and ceramics. The technological process of production of glass-ceramics is a line process at present.
Special components are introduced into the molten glass mass heated to 1600 ° C, radically
changing the composition and physical properties of the resulting material. The main purpose of
additives is to obtain a controlled crystallization process. The fact is that when the ordinary glass



mass cools down, uncontrolled crystallization of the material occurs with the formation of crystals
of various sizes in it.

In the production of glass-ceramic surfaces for cooktops, the material of the so-called LAS
system (Lithium, Aluminum, Silicium) is used. This is when parts of lithium oxide and aluminum
oxide are added to the base mass of silicon oxide (standard raw materials for glass production).

Heavy Metals, Occurrence and Toxicity for Plants

Metal contamination issues are becoming increasingly common in India and elsewhere,
with many documented cases of metal toxicity in mining industries, foundries, smelters, coal-
burning power plants and agriculture. Heavy metals, such as cadmium, copper, lead, chromium
and mercury are major environmental pollutants, particularly in areas with high anthropogenic
pressure. Heavy metal accumulation in soils is of concern in agricultural production due to the
adverse effects on food safety and marketability, crop growth due to phytotoxicity, and
environmental health of soil organisms. The influence of plants and their metabolic activities
affects the geological and biological redistribution of heavy metals through pollution of the air,
water and soil. This article details the range of heavy metals, their occurrence and toxicity for
plants and focuses mainly on zinc, cadmium, copper, mercury, chromium, lead, arsenic, cobalt,
nickel, manganese and iron. Metal toxicity has a high impact and relevance to plants and
consequently it affects the ecosystem, where the plants form an integral component. Plants
growing in metal-polluted sites exhibit altered metabolism, growth reduction, lower biomass
production and metal accumulation.

Tips for Speaking - Part 2

| Practise speaking for extended periods of time so that you become familiar with speaking for one minute uninterrupted.
Sometimes candidates finish their long turn too soon, for they are unprepared for how long one minute takes.

2 Collect pictures from various forms of media and group them into sets and speculate on what might you be asked to talk
about in a Part 2 task in the exam.

3 Avoid ‘closure’ cues such as "That’s it.” or “I'm done.” Speak until the interlocutor says, “Thank you.” With this approach,
you will maximise the time available for each |-minute long turn.

4 Spend time organising your ideas coherently. Become familiar with useful phrases that link ideas and compare images.
Develop your own list of appropriate phrases during your preparation providing you with a broad range of language and
structures to draw on when necessary.

Candidates have a choice of task. In questions 24, the tasks provide candidates with a clear context, topic, purpose and
target reader for their writing. The output text types are: ¢ article * email/letter * report * review.

Assessment scales

The scales which are used for marking the answers to the
Writing questions consist of the following four subscales:

I. Content:
Candidates are assessed based on how well they have fulfilled the task, and whether they have addressed
all the content points stated in the questions.

2. Communicative Achievement:

It focuses on the appropriateness of register and format for the task. Candidates are expected to show
command of the conventions of the communicative task and communicate their ideas in an effective and
convincing way, holding the target reader’s attention and fulfilling all communicative purposes.

3. Organisation:
Information and ideas should be adequately organised with the correct use of cohesive devices.

4. Language:
It focuses on the range of structures and vocabulary and how accurately they are used.

Candidates’ responses are marked on each subscale from 0 to 5.




Task types in the Writing paper:
The different task types endeavour to establish frameworks for candidates to develop their ideas on a topic with a purpose
for writing and a target reader in mind.

A PROPOSAL is written for a group of contemporaries like club members or colleagues. Candidates will be expected to
make suggestions backed by facts to persuade their readers.

AN EMAIL/A LETTER is written to respond to a situation outlined in the question reflecting the appropriate register and
tone for the specified target reader. Candidates are asked to develop correspondence to, for example, an English-speaking
friend or colleague, a potential employer, a college principal or a magazine editor.

AN ESSAY is always written for a teacher. It should address the prompt provided in terms of addressing both content
points and providing a new viewpoint of the writer's own. The essay should be well developed with an introduction,
appropriate conclusion as well as written in an appropriate register and tone.

A REPORT is usually developed for a superior (e.g. a teacher) or a peer group (e.g. members of an English club). The
question identifies the subject of the compositicn and the areas to be covered. Candidates must provide some factual
information and make recommendations, but there is space for them to incorporate their own ideas and experiences.

A REVIEW is written traditionally for an English-language magazine, newspaper or website. The main purpose is to de-
scribe and express a personal opinion about something which the writer has experienced (e.g. a film, a holiday, a product,
a website etc.) and to give the reader a clear impression of what the item discussed is like. Description and explanation
are key functions for this task and a review will normally include a recommendation to the reader.

For all task types, questions are constructed to enable candidates to display their English language proficiency at CEFR Cl|
level; candidates should take special care to read every part of each question, and not to omit any required development
of the topic.

Guidelines on length

Guidelines on length are provided for each task; essays that are too short may not have an adequate range of language and
may not provide all the information that is required, while responses which are too long may contain extraneous content
and have a negative effect on the reader. These may affect candidates’ marks on the relevant subscales.

Candidates are expected to employ a consistent form of English in areas, such as spelling and not, for example, switch

from using a British spelling of a word to an American spelling of the same word.

Writing Part 2: Letter, Proposal, Report or Review
A letter is composed to respond to a situation provided in the task. Expect to be required to write letters to the editor of a
publication, the director of a company, to a friend or to a university administrator. Letters will not be restricted to a narrative
element but will also require candidates to execute other objectives, such as to resolve a misunderstanding or advocate for a
course of action.
A proposal may be composed for a group of contemporaries at work or to a person in a position of authority, like a professor.
You will be asked to express suggestions that are supported by facts, employing persuasive language.
A report may be composed for a superior or a peer group. The content of the document is somewhat factual, stemming from
the prompt, though you will have the room to inject your own ideas and experience. You will be required to do more than
simply describe a situation, including evaluating how a particular objective may be achieved or to suggest an alternative course
of action.
A review may concern a book, film or work of art as well as a product or service. A review in the Writing exam does not simply
require a general description of the item reviewed, instead calls for an evaluation of its appropriateness for its intended audience.
The target audience is specified in the task and thus candidates should be encouraged to use this information when choosing
ideas and language to incorporate into their response.

Task Format

This part of the exam includes three tasks from which candidates must choose. Each item in the section features a context, a
purpose for writing and the target audience. Attention to detail is key for every component of the question to generate an
effective response. Be careful to choose language that is appropriate for the task.

Tips for Writing Part 2

I It is imperative that you become familiar with the various task types that the exam requires. All of the task types do not appear
on each exam, thus it is important to be prepared to write in any of the styles.

2 Develop your skills in deciding which type of task you will complete. Evaluate the required functions, grammatical structures,
vocabulary and register required by each task. Then, you may select the task that you believe you can complete at the highest
level.

3 Be cognisant of your audience when crafting your essay. Consider whether the person is someone you know, a stranger or
someone in a position of authority etc. It is vital to develop a balanced approach whereby you equally weigh the functions
required by the task and the relationship with the target audience.




Paper 2 - Writing
Tips for Writing

Candidates write best when they select tasks and topics aligned with their interests and background. In preparation for the }
exam, expose yourself to a wide variety of tasks and topics. You will benefit from guidance on the particular features of
each task as well as the appropriate style and tone for your readers. §

2 Read each question closely, highlight the most important facets and develop a response that addresses all of the points
required by the task. This will facilitate your ability to develop well-structured and balanced compositions. :

3 Be sure to not simply reproduce an essay you may have written in preparation for the test. It is unlikely that at previous §
response will satisfy the exact requirements of the exam.

4 Practise developing ideas fully to illustrate a variety of vocabulary and grammatical structures to express more complex
ideas where appropriate.

5 Make effective use of linking words and phrases to polish the flow of your ideas. In addition, to enhance the logic and ease
of your compoesition use a variety of cohesive devices and organisational patterns.

6 Employ a range of complex language structures where suitable. The examiner will give you credit for attempting for
sophisticated modes of expression, even if you make some mistakes, as long as it does not preclude the comprehension of
the overall idea you are trying to convey.

7 The time permitted allows for a brief period of planning and then the composition of your essay. It does not account for
time to compose fair copies or to count words. Each item on the Writing section carries with it equal marks. So practise
using your time carefully on each question.

8 Write legibly so that your answers can be marked fairly, though the quality of your penmanship will not be assessed. It is
immaterial whether your handwriting is joined up or not, nor whether you write in upper or lower case characters. '

9 Be sure to compose your answers on the lined pages in the separate Answer Sheets for Writing. There is no need to make |
a “fair copy” of a response and copying what has been written previously is a poor use of time. Should you need to make a |
revision to what you have written, simply cross out the relevant words. The examiners, subsequently, will ignore these words.
This will not have a detrimental effect on your overall score. I

10 Practice writing the compositions within the word limit so that you are well versed in what is required. It is wasteful to
spend time counting words and this often leads to poor alterations that erode the overall quality of your essay.

I | Check your work for spelling, grammar and errors in punctuation. These mistakes are not penalised specifically but these
mistakes can preclude communication and/or have an adverse effect on the reader.

12 American and other variations of the English spelling and usage are acceptable. §

This section of the exam evaluates your ability to engage in a discussion and develop a negotiated decision.

You will be provided with oral instructions and written prompts to form the foundation for the two tasks. You are required to
discuss some or even all of the prompts related to a question, expressing and justifying opinions as well as speculating. Then,
you will be asked another question which you will be asked to engage your fellow candidate in working towards a decision
through negotiation.

The first task will be introduced with the words: *‘Here are some... and a question about them”. The document with the written
prompts and the central question will then be placed in front of you and the other candidate. You will be given 15 seconds to
read the question and the prompts, which will be made explicit with the words: *"You now have some time to look at the task."”
This part of the exam enables you to demonstrate your range with the language and your skill at soliciting opinions and ideas
for your partner. You are expected to create an interactive dynamic with your fellow candidate initiating ideas and responding
accordingly.

Following this component, you are then provided with another task whereby you must make a decision. You will be prompted
with the following words: “Now you have a minute to decide...”. The choice will be related to the prompts you have been
discussing. You will be evaluated on your ability to employ language in the spirit of negotiation and collaboration, though you

will not be penalised if you fail to reach a negotiated consensus with your colleague. In other words, there is no right or wrong
answer to the task.

Tips for Speaking - Part 3

I Employ conversation fillers like "Well” or "Let me see” to give yourself some more time to gather your thoughts. Of course,
refrain from overusing these expressions as it will limit your range of language. Adopt a strategy of engaging your fellow
candidate in the talk, though avoid relying on him or her too much.

2 Maintain a notebook of phrases that facilitate your ability to interject your thoughts politely or manners of soliciting a response
from the other candidate. Develop a range of expressions to seem natural and to avoid repetition.

3 Avoid the tendency to rush through the prompts in the discussion. It is more effective to deal with several of them in depth
rather than trying to explore all of them superficially.

4 Focus on formulating your own original thoughts on the visual stimuli provided. Merely agreeing or echoing what your fellow
candidate says will not facilitate your ability to demonstrate your command of the language.

5 Simulate the exam environment with a friend or colleague to practise expressing your opinion, interjecting your thoughts
and soliciting a response from another person. This will enable you to become more comfortable with the exam format.

Your essay should include a well-organised intro-
duction, supporting paragraphs and an appropriate conclusion.

The writing task is constructed to permit you to demonstrate your ability to write at this elevated level. You should read every
part of the task carefully, not to omit any required development of the topic.

Tips for Writing Part |

| Read the entire task before beginning to plan your response. You will need to familiarise yourself with reading the input,
understanding the instructions in full and then deciding on how to organise and construct your response.

2 Select two bullet points and develop your essay around them. Avoid trying to discuss more than two of the points, for this
would lead the composition to being less developed than needed.

3 You may use the opinions expressed in the task to develop your answer, but be sure to use your own words as much

as possible. No credit will be given for text that has been copied directly from the prompt.

Guidelines on Length
The number of words required for each writing task is 220-260 words and it is
clearly stated in the questions. Answers which might be too short, usually, do not
have an adequate range of language and do not include all the information that is
required for the specific task.

Read through each question
before listening to the audio and reflect upon what you are being asked to gather, including the purpose of the talk, the gist
of the argument or the speaker’s viewpoint on the matter.

3 Most of the questions will require you to draw inferences from what you hear. As a result, mark one answer to each
question at the end of the first listening, even if you're uncertain if it is correct. Use the second listening to confirm whether

Listening Part 2: Sentence Completion

This section of the exam evaluates your ability to follow the main points of a passage and obtain relevant information and opinions.
This part features a monologue of roughly three minutes in the form of a talk, lecture or broadcast. The content is aimed at a
general audience and is presented in accessible style.

A series of eight independent clauses expresses the main ideas from the passage whereby you will be asked to demonstrate
your comprehension by completing gaps in these sentences. There is one blank per sentence, which is completed by a single
word or short phrase from the listening text. The task centers on the retrieval of specific information and opinions expressed
from the text. The questions follow the order of information conveyed in the text.

Correct spelling, whether it be British or US English, is required at this level.

Tips for Listening Part 2

I The task information and the set of notes on the page provide you with a good idea of what you are about to hear, thus make
good use of your preparation time. Review the information in the instructions and visualise the speaker and the situation,
trying to predict what kind of information will be expressed and the type of language used.

2 Read through the set of sentences and think about what type of information is missing. Most questions focus on strong pieces
of information like proper names and will be single words of very short noun groups where no more than three words are
required.

3 Endeavour to write long answers without writing information that is already on the page. It is not advisable to simply para
phrase the information you hear on the audio sample.

4 For the sentence completion tasks, use the actual words you hear on the audic without concerning yourself too much with
the grammar. Check to be sure you have heard the correct form of the word. If you do not hear clearly whether a word is
singular or plural, look at the rest of the sentence to see what is required.

Listening Part 3: Multiple Choice

This section of the exam evaluates your ability to understand longer interviews and discussions as well as demonstrate your
zotitude at comprehending the speakers’ attitudes and opinions.

“zrt 3 includes interviews and discussions involving two or more speakers. The text is approximately 3-4 minutes long and typi-
zlly takes the form of a broadcast discussion or interview for a general audience.

Tips for Listening Part 3

I As this is the longest part of the Listening exam, give yourself plenty of time to comprehend the more expansive interviews
and discussions. Keep track of the line of development in these texts and recognise when the conversation has transitioned
from one point to another.

2 For the multiple-choice tasks, focus on the question stems instead of the options in your preparation time, so that you can
listen for the answer in the text and then match it to the closest option.

3 This section of the test employs language that paraphrases and expresses ideas from the text. As these often focus on the
viewpoints and outlooks of the speakers, you need to have a strong command of the meaning and use of the type of language
used to communicate these ideas concisely. Make note especially of reporting verbs like admits or resents; adjectives and
adverbs that express feelings, such as disappointed or unexpected as well as words used to convey opinions like denies or suggests.

Listening Part 4: Multiple Matching

This section tests your skill at identifying the gist of several short texts as well as recognizing the attitude, viewpoint and main
ooints.

Part 4 consists of a series of five short monologues on a subject matter. The passage is 3-4 minutes in length with each mono-
ogue lasting approximately 30 seconds. The monologues represent spontaneous speech, delivered in an informal spoken
style by speakers with a variety of backgrounds and voices. There are two parallel multiple-matching tasks, each with a different
focus. In each case, the correct answer must be selected from the eight options.

The set of monologues is heard twice, but candidates may approach the tasks in either order. Each focuses on a different ele-
ment of gist understanding like interpreting context, viewpoints, attitudes, speaker purpose or identifying main points.

Tips for Listening Part 4

I Remember the five speakers will be linked thematically. You will hear the set of passages once and then the entire series is
repeated.

2 Reflect on the themes of the text as well as the ideas and attitudes you expect to hear in connection with the topic in question.

3 Be certain to listen for gist meaning rather than detail in these passages. Though you may not be able to understand every
single word, you should be able to fathom the speaker’s main idea, attitude or opinion.

4 Answer both tasks and note that you will only hear the series of monologues twice. It is up to your judgment as to how
you approach the tasks, but you may find it useful to attempt one item on each listening or by approaching both tasks at
the same time answering the most accessible questions on the first listening and the more difficult questions when the
audio repeats.

There are good reasons why the model has flourished.
Centralising production allowed for dramatically greater
efficiency.

Two of the biggest forces changing work and the nature
of the company are technology and demographic shifts.
Unskilled work still exists, as does highly skilled work,
but the jobs in the middle have to a large extent been
automated or outsourced away. Furthermore, technology
has made the move to an economy based on knowledge,
not skills, possible.

As a result of such changes, many of the old certainties are
breaking down. You often hear it said that people used to
work for money — very much a hangover from the Industrial
Revolution, when work was viewed as a straight trade of
time for money - but now it's claimed that we are more
interested in having rewarding work.

In a world of decentralised, non-hierarchical organisa
permanent full-time employment could become
exception. So will the firm of the future be made up of loos
groupings of self-employed people, forming and re-formin
on a project-by-project basis? Will workers effectively be
their own chief executives, using technology to sell their
skills to the highest bidder and with little attachment to
place of work, each other or the firms that employ them?
It's tempting to think so, but reality is starting to interfers
with this picture.

Tips for Reading and Use of English - Part 7

| Read the text as a whole and not to focus on each gap individually. Gathering an idea of the structure and the development
of the them of the text are both important prerequisites to performing the task. Often candidates select the wrong answer
by choosing an option that fits the text before the gap, but neglect to check that the text after the gap continues smoothly.

2 Artimes you may need to choose between two paragraphs as possible answers and will need to practice making decisions
about which is the most logical paragraph to complete the gap. Practice recognising a variety of linguistic devices that mark
the logical and cohesive construction of a text, such as words and phrases that indicate time, cause and effect, contrasting
arguments use of pronouns, paraphrasing of vocabulary, repetition and the use of verb tenses.

3 Be aware of the risks of approaching the gapped-text task as an exercise requiring you to identify extracts from the text
and sections in the text containing the same words including names and dates. The task aims to evaluate your understanding
of the development of ideas, opinions and events rather than the recognition of individual words.

Tips for Reading and Use of English - Part 8

Practice skimming and scanning texts to prepare for the multiple-matching task. Practise examining texts for particular

information required without reading every word in the text. Also practise reading under timed conditions.

2 Note that the questions for the multiple-matching task are printed before the text so that you know what to look for in
the text.

3 Notice the particular wording of questions as these are intended to lead the reader to specific information and to disregard
unnecessary information. You may find it helpful to underline key words in the questions, as this helps you to find the
information in the text which contains the answers.

4 Sometimes a question may consist of two parts: such as an author’s surprise at being confronted by a difficult matter. You
may find evidence of a hard situation in a section of the passage but fail to understand that it may be the incorrect section
as no surprise is expressed in that part. It is essential that you comprehend that you need to find a paraphrased form of
the whole question, not just one part.

5 Resist selecting a response solely on the basis of matching a word in the question with a word in the text, as a close reading
of a particular part of the passage is essential to ensure an accurate match in terms of meaning.

6 Read a broad range of articles and reviews in media where different people explore trends in work, books, films, etc.
Come up with your own questions as an exercise to enhance your skills. This help you gather a better understanding of
how the exam is constructed providing you with insight in identifying what clues you need to take into account when
completing this section of the exam.

Tips for Listening Part |

I Listen to the entire text once before selecting your response and never assume you have heard the right answer. The two
questions have a different focus and thus the information relevant to the answers may originate from different parts of the

audio recording.

2 Avoid selecting a response simply because it features words and phrases heard on the recording. Read through each question
before listening to the audio and reflect upon what you are being asked to gather, including the purpose of the talk, the gist
of the argument or the speaker’s viewpoint on the matter.

3 Most of the questions will require you to draw inferences from what you hear. As a result, mark one answer to each
question at the end of the first listening, even if you're uncertain if it is correct. Use the second listening to confirm whether

your choice is correct.
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Tips for Listening Part 2
I The task information and the set of notes on the page provide you with a good idea of what you are about to hear, thus make

good use of your preparation time. Review the information in the instructions and visualise the speaker and the situation,
trying to predict what kind of information will be expressed and the type of language used.

2 Read through the set of sentences and think about what type of information is missing. Most questions focus on strong pieces
of information like proper names and will be single words of very short noun groups where no more than three words are

required.

3 Endeavour to write long answers without writing information that is already on the page. It is not advisable to simply para
phrase the information you hear on the audio sample.
4 For the sentence completion tasks, use the actual words you hear on the audio without concerning yourself too much with
the grammar. Check to be sure you have heard the correct form of the word. If you do not hear clearly whether a word is
singular or plural, look at the rest of the sentence to see what is required.

Tips for Listening Part 3

I As this is the longest part of the Listening exam, give yourself plenty of time to comprehend the more expansive interviews
and discussions. Keep track of the line of development in these texts and recognise when the conversation has transitioned
from one point to another.

2 For the multiple-choice tasks, focus on the question stems instead of the options in your preparation time, so that you can
listen for the answer in the text and then match it to the closest option.

3 This section of the test employs language that paraphrases and expresses ideas from the text. As these often focus on the
viewpoints and outlooks of the speakers, you need to have a strong command of the meaning and use of the type of language
used to communicate these ideas concisely. Make note especially of reporting verbs like admits or resents; adjectives and
adverbs that express feelings, such as disappointed or unexpected as well as words used to convey opinions like denies or suggests.

Tips for Listening Part 4

I Remember the five speakers will be linked thematically. You will hear the set of passages once and then the entire series is

repeated.

2 Reflect on the themes of the text as well as the ideas and attitudes you expect to hear in connection with the topic in question.

3 Be certain to listen for gist meaning rather than detail in these passages. Though you may not be able to understand every
single word, you should be able to fathom the speaker’s main idea, attitude or opinion.

4 Answer both tasks and note that you will only hear the series of monologues twice. It is up to your judgment as to how
you approach the tasks, but you may find it useful to attempt one item on each listening or by approaching both tasks at
the same time answering the most accessible questions on the first listening and the more difficult questions when the
audio repeats.

The man who wants to teach the world

Helena de Bertodano meets Salman Khan.

What Salman Khan, the founder of the non-profit online schoaol Khan Academy has to say to the parent of an eleven-
year-old in the USA is frankly terrifying: ‘If your child is not placed in the fast track for math in sixth grade, his chances
of becoming a doctor or an engineer are probably zero. And it's decided when he’s eleven years old.’

This is exactly what happened to his cousin Nadia. Usually a straight-A student, she had done poorly in a maths
streaming test in sixth grade because she had failed to understand one concept. This one test result, Khan says, might
have harmed her academic destiny. Nadia's distraught mother turned to Khan for help. Khan tutored her remotely over
the phone and Nadia passed her retake with flying colours. Soon, many more relations and friends wanted Khan's help.
Unable to handle the volume of requests, at the suggestion of a friend, he started to record his lessons on video and
post them on YouTube. ‘At first | was dismissive,” Khan says. ‘| thought YouTube was for dogs on skateboards.’

Now Khan has more than 3,000 videos to his name, which are watched by nearly three million unigue users a month,
via YouTube and his own website. His friendly, avuncular style, coupled with his knack for making difficult concepts
seem simple, has helped children — and adults — all over the world move into the fast track. He says his aim is to
create ‘the world's first free, world-class, virtual school where anyone can learn anything'. Some teachers are wary of
him, thinking that he is trying to supplant them, but many more embrace his approach and have started flipping’ the
classroom, encouraging students to watch Khan's videos at home and then tackling maths problems together in class.

You might expect a man with such influence to have state-of-the-art headquarters but Khan's premises are
unprepossessing. Arriving at an unmarked red door, sandwiched between a clothes shop and a Chinese restaurant, |
decide | have the wrong address — especially after ringing the bell for ten minutes with no response. Eventually, | rouse
someaone on the telephone and the door is opened. When his assistant shows me in, Khan appears at first to be slightly
annoyed at this interruption. Sitting on a leather swivel chair behind a heavy oak desk surrounded by pictures of his
wife — a doctor — and their two young children, he continues to work for a few minutes. But once he warms up, it
becomes clear that the initial awkwardness is down to shyness, not rudeness. 'I'm not very good when people want to
meet me,’ he says. 'l want to hide a little bit.’

Khan believes that the rigidity of the school system is outdated and deadens a child's natural curiosity. ‘Aged one
to four, kids are excited by anything new, they want to figure it out, then all of a sudden, when they turn five, you
start seeing fewer curious kids, by nine or ten you see very few with any curiosity, and by eighteen it's very much the
exception. Curiosity is just stamped out of them. I'm convinced it's indoctrination, not a genetic thing. Kids are herded
together, the bell rings, you're rewarded for passivity, you're rewarded for compliance, that's what keeps you moving
through the system.’

Private school education makes little difference, he says. Nor does he believe that student-teacher ratio is an issue.
‘The idea that smaller classes will magically solve the problem of students being left behind is a fallacy.' As he points out,
if a teacher's main job is lecturing to the students, it doesn't really ratter how many students are in the classroom. What
matters is the 'student-to-valuable-human-time-with-teacher’ ratio. What his videos do, Khan says, is free teachers up
for more personal interaction.

He thinks bigger classes with more teachers would provide a more creative learning ground. In his ideal classroom
there would be 75-100 students of widely varying ages, with three or four teachers. Some students would be
working at computers; others would be learning economics through board games; others would be building robots or
designing mobile apps; others would be working on art or creative writing. His dream is nothing short of revolutionary.
‘In 500 years | hope people look back and say, “Imagine, kids had to learn in classrooms that were like facteories and
it was unheard of for an eight-year-old to truly, deeply understand quantum physics. Isn't that strange?”.'

No other artist has painted factories and chimneys
stretching far into the distance like stage sets so insistently and so recognisably. However, what belongs to Lowry's
imagination and what belongs to the actual world he observed is a question that runs through this exhibition. The
pictures are a combination of observation and memory, patched together with elements taken from different cities, but
this is part of their strength. They are not narrowly specific, limited to one place, yet they are deeply familiar to people
who grew up in these places. Their sameness is their greatest attribute,

A good exhibition may enhance or deepen our understanding of an artist, but very few transform our perception of
an already well-known name. However, this is the most radical and exciting re-evaluation of a British artist | have ever
encountered, and a thrilling display of how paint conveys ideas, time and place; the paintings show a self-contained
world at once fascinating and convincing in its relation to the artist's own experiences. The initial impression as you walk
into a room of his paintings is sameness; you have to look for difference, which is there. The curators of this exhibition
have produced a display that demonstrates both why such repetition was important and how Lowry developed beyond
it. The exhibition traces the evolution of Lowry's work, which he described as ‘to put the industrial scene on the map,
because no one had done it'. This is a modest aim for such an achievement. In these unigue paintings there is darkness
and light, while fictional scenes and true representation can be found side by side.

This is an interesting exhibition, although it has several flaws; paintings are not hung chronclogically and visitors must
work hard to see stylistic and technical developments over the artist's working life of more than sixty years. Because
most of his work has the same focus, there are too many similar paintings hanging clase together; his last works drew
heavily on both habit and memory. Ironically these are weaker than some of those produced by his many imitators,
and his lesser-known but equally worthy portraits and late seascapes are unrepresented. Because of this it seems to
reinforce the mistaken idea that Lowry was the only artist painting industrial scenes. There were many examples of
industrial and urban subjects in the nineteenth century and Lowry was aware of his near contemporaries in London and
their interest in modern life. Their influence cannot be ignored.

This noteworthy exhibition is guaranteed to polarise opinicns, which is why it is so important to see it for yourself, It
is extraordinarily hard to catch the tone of Lowry’s paintings in the gallery, however well they are shown. My sense is
that this comes directly from the curious absence of feeling at the heart of Lowry's art. He painted his own small world
and once he established his style, it never really changed. He repeated himself, shuffing the scenery in picture after
picture just as life repeats itself, the crowds he painted going to and fro among the same dark buildings day after day.
His people wers faceless, with sticks for limbs, small in stature and generally remote, Movement was implied, though
never achieved. Strangely, for me it is his deserted scenes - haunting seascapes, the hillsides with houses piercing the
sky like broken teeth — that are considered his best work. Yet it is his figures that most ordinary people will recognise
instantly and which are a central feature of this exhibition.

Shining lights

A Emma Franklin

‘It has always been about animals,” Emma Franklin
says. ‘My friend’s grandmother had an amazing
stag brooch with huge antlers and that’s where it
started. Everyone has a relationship with an animal
in my collection.” Franklin has focused on jewellery
design since her teens and graduated from Central
Saint Martins in 2005, setting up her own business
immediately. Based in east London, Franklin,
twenty-nine, hand-makes each necklace, bangle,
ring, cufflink and pin, featuring any of fourteen
animal heads, from a pig to a triceratops, as well
as a shotgun. All her pieces are made in solid silver,
plated in twenty-two-carat yellow gold or black
rhodium, with black diamonds and freshwater
pearls. Bespoke commissions, predominantly
engagement rings, not all animal-related, are
becoming more frequent. Franklin's robust designs
are instantly recognisable, as she has discovered.
'‘Recently in a pub this girl was wearing one of my
rings at the bar, so | introduced myself. She was
completely star-struck and fetched over her dad,
who had bought it for her. | had to explain that it
was really me who was excited.’

B Alexandra Jefford

‘My design style constantly evolves,’” Alexandra
Jefford says. ‘But even though | try new things, |
can't kick my art background. I'm really inspired by
art, architecture, design, furniture design.' Jefford,
forty-two, graduated in 1992 with a degree in fine
art, began designing jewellery in 2003 and sold her
first piece, a gold ring, on its first outing, at dinner
with a friend. Her designs, produced on a project-
by-project basis rather than as collections, include
her signature Alphabet series for which she designed
a slim font. Her recent O project interprets that letter
in various typefaces. She combines jewellery design
with other artistic pursuits such as sculptural welding
and life drawing. Fans range from her daughter's
friends to her mother's friends, although she doesn't
always want to sell. ‘| become emctionally involved
with all my pieces, so | find it really hard to let go.
There are still some pieces that | hide “for the family
museumn”. My husband says that | work as a shopper
rather than a seller.’

C Hattie Rickards

Hattie Rickards' first collection of twelve rings,
entitled Revealed, was launched last November and
was an instant success. Her second, Geo, came
out last month to even greater acclaim. The ethos
behind Geo is connection and relationships, bringing
tessellating or geometrical shapes together making
one, for example, the Kindred ring, where two puzzle
pieces fit neatly together.” Hampshire-born Rickards,
set up on her own last year. ‘| wanted to create a high-
end, luxury jewellery brand with an ethical backbone,
which coincided with a gap in the market.” All Hattie
Rickards' jewellery is made using Fairtrade precious
stones from Thailand and India and eighteen-carat,
Fairtrade, fair-mined gold from Colombia. HRJ is one
of the first twenty companies to become a certified
user of this type of gold, many of its pieces having
the premium *ecological’ label. There are no plans for
e-commerce, as Rickards believes this detracts from
the meaning behind the piece. ‘| am passionate that
people understand the symbolism behind my work. |
don't want it to just be a ring on a website. The story
is 80 important.”

D Mawi Keivom

Mawi Keivom, thirty-nine, is known for her
architectural statement jewellery: chunky box
chains with coloured pearls, spiked gold rings and
brightly-coloured gems.

Born in the north-east of India, forty miles from
the Burmese border, into the Mahr tribe, Keivom
draws her influences from a peripatetic childhood
with her diplomat parents that took them to Africa,
the Middle East, south-east Asia and Europe.
Keivomn studied fashion design in New Zealand,
then, after a stint in New York, moved to London
in 1993, where she met her husband, Tim Awan,
and together they set up Mawi in 2001 - she as
the jewellery designer, he as the business brain.
‘My style of jewellery is very individual and not for
the faint-hearted. | have a very strong vision that
translates into an industrial, graphic aesthetic
offset with crystals and pearls that are a little bit
feminine. | don't try to do something that is for the
moment.
